What’s Required

All registered adult leaders must take Youth Protection
Training online and renew it every year.

To wear the “Trained” patch and be considered trained,
you must also take basic training for your position. Most
of it is online at http://my.scouting.org.

A Scoutmaster (SM) or Assistant Scoutmaster (ASM) can
choose to take Scoutmaster Basic training in person
instead of online. The in-person version is more
interactive and offers the chance to meet and discuss
with fellow leaders. An SM or ASM must also take
Outdoor Leader Skills to complete basic training.

In-Person Course Descriptions

Scoutmaster Basic: Learn the fundamentals of running a
successful troop, including program planning, the patrol
method, advancement, and more. It’s a 4 to 5-hour
course, offered in one session or split over two days.

Outdoor Leader Skills (OLS): An overnight hands-on
training that focuses on camping skills (cooking, knots
and lashings, fires, orienteering, woods tools, etc.).
Learn new skills, reinforce old ones, and build
confidence so you can teach these skills to Scouts.
